e Observations of note:

o Inearly June, grass across from garden had grown tall and was going to seed, which
worried us. Timing was good because when we contacted F&S, they were allowed to put
more staff towards these tasks and it was mowed immediately.

o June blooms: butterfly weed, purple poppy mallow, pale purple coneflower, purple
coneflower, grey-headed coneflower, royal catchfly, New Jersey tea, cardinal flower,
Rozanne geranium, smooth phlox.
