	As we leave the Union, some of you may remember a different approach to the building and a different look to the building street frontage. These changes were due to a four phase federally funded street infrastructure project with the overall goal of promoting multi-modal transportation, with the intent to promote mass transit, bicycles, and pedestrian traffic in lieu of automobiles within the Campus Town area and adjoining connector streets to the larger C-U community. In addition to this, significant money was spent on beautifying street frontage with new trees and landscaping. Another critical goal was replacing the utilities infrastructure, including lighting/power, sewers, and water mains, much of which was over a century old. While the construction and transition to the new street system was challenging at times to navigate, we now have a much more efficient means of moving people in/out of the core campus area. MTD, the local mass transit district, uses an increasingly sustainable fleet of buses utilizing both hybrid and hydrogen power to minimize the carbon footprint.
